MICROTOPONIUM OF HOSHIV OBJETILI AND ITS OSCILLATOR

SUMMARY

According to the archaeological exploration of the Carpathian historical-archaeological expedi-
tion under the direction of prof. M. Kugutyak on the territory of the Hoshiv Monastery, it was established
that the primary settlement of the Hoshiv Monastery was in the Black (Krasny) Dilok tract. Its origin
testifies that on the eve of Yuriy, May 5 once in the village of Hoshev celebrated the day of Krasna Hirka
- one of the national holidays of «red spring». Since then, the spring-summer season for the wedding
began. Thus, the name Dil, according to the assumptions of H. Boichuk, comes from the place where the
prey was divided into a plot or a locality. Obviously, it can be assumed that the area was assigned («en-
dowed») to the construction of the monastery, so it is called Dilok.

According to the folk legends, the name of the area Krasny Dilok was marked before the appear-
ance of the monastery, after its foundation was changed to Black Diyole. In general, in Prykarpattia, a
large number of microtoponoms are those that are associated with a color tint, the most popular among
them is the black color, which clearly reflects the tint of the object.

Regarding the etymology of the Krasny Dlilok, in Ivano-Frankivsk region still preserved the names
associated with them. For example, the village Krasne Rozhnyativsky district, the Krasnoshor Mountain
Range and the Krasna Mountain in the village of Novy Mizun, Dolynsky District, Krasne Pole tract in
the village of Rakov, Dolinsky district.

Geospatial names are the most common in Hoshev: tracts, mountains, hills, roads. The most famous
Yasnaya Gora, where today is the monastery, is known from the letter of October 8, 1759. Kicherka - a
mountain 594 m high, covered with a rare forest, higher than Black Dilok. The dawn is a swift, overgrown
bush, impassable forest in the mountains. Little Hill is a small mountain. Gostinets is a section of the road
from the school of the village of Hoshiv to the Luzhanka river, the road from which to the tract of the
Podilinais called Chorniy Gostinets.

No less valuable information retains plant microtoponiums. They show the names of plants that are
common in the region - beech, birch, oak, fir, pine, and the like. So, from the names of the trees formed the
corners, tracts, hills: Bukovina, Beech forest, Berezina, the last of which - the hill between the ravines in
the size of 200 x 50 m. In 2016, Intelligence Guard archaeological surveys were carried out by the Carpathian
Historical and Archaeological Expedition. Surveysin the western part of the Berezina revealed the remains
of the monastic complex, and in its southwestern part were found the remains of stone foundations of the
wooden monastery church rotunda. Among the tracts there are names related to extraction. Clay, a place
from which the yellow clay dug for the construction of dwellings. Rudki, the name comes from the word
ore, arusty swamp, aswampy lowland. Rudki are located at the top of the eastern part of Mount Kicherka.
The pillbox, the name is formed from the place where the brick was made, is located southwest of the
monastery rotunda.
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Among the tracts there are names related to geometric characteristics. Ancient Angle - The hill is
located between the deep ravines. Hoshove’s hydronymism is rather small. Hoshivets - a stream which
originates from the tract of Rudka, through the Black Dilok and flows into the Luzhanka River near
Yasnaya Gora, it flows into several small streams. The bugs are a former monastic size of about 30 x 30m.
Now this swampy lowland is overgrown with bushes; on the eastern side there is a place where the floor was
blocked, and on the west side it was a bed, which during the rain from Rudok flooded water in the former
became. Fountain - on the shore of Hoshivtsa at the foot of the Berezina there is a small playground
surrounded by a low circle, a low shaft, in the middle of which may have once been a source. During the
archaeological surveys, the remains of the zinc plaque were discovered there from the chapel.

The following microtoponomisms are closely related to the names and surnames of people. They
form a separate anthropomist group. For example, the mountains Mala and Big Severyinka come from the
name Severin. Big Severinka is located southwest of Bukovina under the mountain ridge of Upper Polina.

On the territory of Hoshev recorded microtoponomisms associated with economic activity: Gate -
passage between the mountains. The name is formed semantically from the apelate gate, «passage, deep
gurney». Through the Gate you can drive into the tract Black Diyol from the plain only through a narrow
passage. In fact, this is a crossroads from which road goes directly to Black Dilok, on the right to the Clear
Mountain - the Entrance Road. Kosharische is a mountain whose name derives from the word «furrow»,
that is, a temporary fencing for sheep. The mountain is a long, round shape in the north of the Black Dilok.
Local ethnographer R. Skvory believes that the ancient name of Hoshev is Koshava. According to Kosharish,
a deep ravine that delimits the Black Diwels from the Clear Mountain and the Great Lazau.

In general, Yasnaya Gora with microtoponyms borders on the east of the road - the section from the
local school to the bridge over the river Luzhanka is called Gostinets, the second section from the mentioned
bridge to the Podpolina is called Chornyi Gostinets, from the south with Black Dilkom and Didovy Laz
(Horodishche) from the west with Guy, Lower Vilsina and Gorodishche (first), from the north with the
village school.
