RELIGIOUS REFORM IN BUKOVINIA IN THE LAST QUARTER OF XVIIith CENTURY.
LIQUIDATION OF MONASTERIES

SUMMARY

In the last quarter of the eighteenth century a religious reform was carried out in Bukovina, a
number of Orthodox monasteries were liquidated, a Bukovinian religious fund was created, and others.
In Bukovina, in the second half of the 18th century, the number of Greek Catholics and Catholics,
especially since the entry of the province into the Austrian Empire, has increased. In the last quarter of
the eighteenth century. in Bukovina, thanks to the proclamation and implementation by the Austrian
government of tolerant religious politics, successfully carried out religious beliefs as prevalent numbers,
Orthodox, and Greek Catholics and Catholics.

At the time of the occupation of the Bukovina region (1774) Austria in the church affairs the
southern part was directly related to the Yassk metropolitan. The northern part of the region was under
the direction of a bishop from Radovtsev, who, in turn, obeyed the Gipsy Metropolitan. The monks of the
31st Bukovyna Orthodox monastery obeyed this metropolitan.

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The leaders of the monasteries were almost independent rulers and their dependence on the Met-
ropolitan was quite formal. This situation has caused financial abuse of the monastic hegumen, which
scattered church wealth for secular fun, and simple monks lived in poverty.

The educational level of monks was also low. Most of them did not know how to read and write.
This caused the problem of providing teachers of new schools that opened up in the first decades of the
Austrian occupation. In other provinces of Austria, new schools were replenished at the expense of clerics.
In Bukovina, this problem was not resolved in this way.

Yassky metropolitan capture of Bukovina met with Austria hostile and spread anti-Austrian
sentiment among priests.

These and a number of other reasons led to an acceleration of religious reform in Bukovina. Already
in 1779, the military governor of Bukovina Enzenberg appealed to the Austrian government with a
memorandum on the urgency of religious reform.

The main ideas of religious reform were: the liberation of the clergy from the management of estates
and the transition of the latter into state ownership.

The first steps in carrying out the religious reform were the separation of the Bukovyna clergy from
the jurisdiction of the Yassky Metropolitan and the submission of their bishopric of the Soviet Union,
and the latter was under the tutelage of the Karlovy Archbishop. Such a government order in Vienna was
adopted March 16, 1787

The next religious reform was the postponement of the bishopric in Chernivtsi in January 1782
and the creation of a church body, a consistory, which immediately set up a commission to verify the
activity of the monasteries. Only in almost a hundred years (in 1873) the bishopric in Chernivtsi was
transformed into a metropolis that spread its authority in religious affairs to Bukovina and Dalmatia.

At the same time, a government document on freedom of religion was proclaimed in Bukovina.
Along with the numerically dominant Orthodox Church, the rights were Catholic and Protestant churches.

Bishop Dosifteu Herezkul was the first to understand the government’s wishes from Vienna. He
already in August 1782 transferred his estates to the state administration, but instead received from the
government a fee of 7 thousand florins. This step was indicative for other priests who, albeit with dissat-
isfaction, also began to transfer their estates to the state.

An important moment in accelerating the religious reform was the visit of the Austrian Emperor
Bukovina in June 1783. In his records after visiting the Bukovina region, he noted: As for the clergy, it is
very important to reduce the number of monasteries, and immediately transfer their estates to the state.
Regarding the foreign priests who do not live in the province, they will take away their property and
create a fund for the support of the Bukovynian Orthodox clergy, to open a school in Suceava, and what
remains will be used for other religious needs”.

However, it would not be possible to realize Joseph II's intention to deprive priests who lived
outside Bukovina of their estates without compensation. Monasteries and priests protested the plans of
the government and the emperor. The order of the Kaiser to take the estates without compensation was
never implemented. Part of the estates was redeemed by the state, and a part was exchanged for the
estates that Bukovynian priests had outside of Bukovina, for example, in Moldova.

The reform lasted until April 1785 and ended with the creation of an Orthodox religious fund that
covered 2/3 of the entire territory of Bukovina. This fund was fully controlled by the government.

In this way, the Austrian government managed to limit the wealth of individual priests and
monasteries, eliminate the danger of financial support for anti-Austrian forces in Bukovina and put
control of the Orthodox clergy of the region.
