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SECALIZATION OF MONASTERIAN MINE AUSTRIA IN BUKOVINA
IN1774-1786

SUMMARY
The article investigates the secularization of church property and the elimination of the monasteries
of Bukovina by Austria in 1774-1786. Traces the confiscation of estates belonging to the monasteries,
Austria in Bukovina after the occupation of the region.

The annexation of Bukovina by Austria coincided with the flowering of absolutism in this state,
which was covered by the liberal phrase of «<enlightened absolutism.» The capture of Bucovina by Austria
caused the reaction not only of the ruling circles, but of the broader European public, which also appeared
on the pages of the then press, in particular in the German and French magazines.

In 1776, the following monasteries were located on the territory of the parish of Bukovina: Gorecha,
Khreshchatyk, Suburbs, Kadubivtsi, Luka, Rivne, Mamayevtsi - men; Volok, Vyzhenitsa, Mamaevtsi -
women. In addition, the skeins were found in the land - Babyn, Broskivtsi, Zhuchka, Barbivka, Bereznitsa,
Voloka, and others. In monasteries and skitches lived 466 monks and 88 nuns.

Since the occupation in Austria and Galicia, the Austrian government has intensified efforts to
implement the Josephinian reforms of the church, whose purpose was to reorganize it in the spirit of
absolutist centralization.

One of the first steps of the government of Maria Theresa and Joseph II was the issuance of a
number of decrees and patents for limiting church power and the attraction of church property to the
state treasure. Austria initially limited the right to acquire property by the church, imposed sanctions on
its acquisition by the local administration, restriction of the right to free disposal. With the occupation of
the region, it was forbidden to maintain direct ties between the church tops with religious centers (Vatican,
Constantinople, Mecca, etc.). For the episcopes a state oath was introduced. In Vienna, a court church
commission was set up to establish church building regulations in Austria.

Yassky Metropolitan conveyed his powers in the province of the Bishops’ Episcopal and the
episcopal residence was transferred to Chernivtsi. Bukovina’s episcopate was subordinated to the
Metropolitan of Karlovy Vychny. In 1783, the Orthodox religious foundation of Bukovina was created,
under the jurisdiction of the episcopal consistory. The money was spent on the sanction of the episcopate.
According to the «Spiritual Rules», the profits of the Orthodox religious fund, created from the secularized
property of the Basilian monasteries and the Orthodox Church of Bukovina, had to go through the fund
of the fund to maintain the clergy and schools of the province, as well as various expenses of the episcopal.
Over time, the estates of the Orthodox religious fund were drawn into commodity-money relations. As a
result of the secularization of 2676 church and monastery estates in the possession of the fund was the
territory of 105 square. miles (the whole territory of Bukovina then was 190 sq miles)

In the 70-80s of the XVIII century. A series of measures was taken by the Austrian government to
reorganize the Orthodox Church of Bukovina, confiscating its property. Sanctions against the Orthodox
Church of Bukovina for its resistance to the government began in the 70”s by partial confiscation of
monastery estates and ended in complete secularization of its property.

After reducing the number of monasteries and monasteries in Bukovina from only 267, only three
remained: Putna, Suceavica and Dragomirna. The states of the monasteries were limited to 25 people in
each and one hegumen. The monasteries introduced the disciplinary rules adopted by the Karlovytsya
Synod. One of the first steps of the government of Maria Theresa and Joseph II was the issuance of a
number of decrees and patents for limiting church power and involving church property in the state
treasury.

With the abolition of monasteries, every monk that was released was issued temporary assistance
to 150 guilders with the condition within 4 weeks to leave the walls of the monastery with the right to
travel outside the state or the transition to a secular way of life.
